Almost 300 guests enjoyed the dinner catered by Ken Rose 
Catering and then laughed at the antics of The Flying Frenchman, a trio 
of athletic brothers from France who entertained the crowd by jumping 
grand prix fences on foot!

The live auction was a huge success, with training sessions offered 
by French Olympian Herve Godignon and a beautiful life-size bronze 
horse sculpture attracting the highest bids.  Other items offered on the 

auction block included an original 
painting by a Cambodian orphan 
artist, handmade wooden trunks 
and a coffee table from Honduras, 
goods from Idlewood Stables, golf 
lessons and ornate jewelry.
